
Overtime in life
The Gemora in Shabbos 30a brings a dialogue between Dovid
HaMelech and Hakadosh Boruch Hu.
Dovid asks Hashem !Ribono Shel Olom, let me know my end", to which
Hashem replies, !it's my decree that man's end is not known to him".
Dovid continues !in which case, tell me how long I have left to live". To
which Hashem replies, !It's my decree that mans days are not revealed
to him".
Dovid persists, !at least tell me which day of the week I will die".
Hashem answers !you will die on Shabbos".
Dovid then requests, !allow me to die on a Sunday so that I can be
buried immediately rather than having to wait until after Shabbos".
Hashem answers, !your life cannot be prolonged as the time
designated for the reign of your son Shlome will have already arrived.
Dovid says, !So let me die on Friday", to which Hashem replies, !A day
of your life in which you sit and study Torah is worth more than the
thousand Olah sacrifices Shlome your son will offer me".
The Chazal is well known that Odom Horishon was shown all future
Neshomos of each and every individual. When shown the Neshoma
of Dovid Hamelech and told this Neshoma will never enter Olom
Hazeh, Odom Horishon, willingly donated 70 years of his own life to
Dovid .
Surely Dovid Hamelech would have known this Chazal too? What was
this dialogue between Dovid and Hashem? Dovid should have been
crystal clear about the length of his life and the day he was to die. He

could not have lived a day longer or a day shorter than that designated
to him by Odom.
Perhaps we can understand this with another Chazal.
The medrash tells us, when Hashem created the world, Earth
complained as follows. The purpose of the creation of earth is to serve
man. During man's lifetime, he will dwell on earth and for this purpose
earth was created.
What happens when an individual is prematurely removed from this
world due to their sins, whilst this is a punishment to the person, why
should earth have to suffer by having the person removed?
This is the complaint earth had.
Hashem answered earth. When a person is prematurely removed from
earth, the lifespan of a righteous person will be extended to cover the
years removed from his fellow sinner. Therefore, the number of years
man will walk the earth has not been decreased.
Possibly, what Dovid HaMelech was suggesting to Hakadosh Boruch Hu
was just this. Despite the fact my days are numbered as my lifespan
was precisely 70 years given to me by Odom, perhaps I am due
overtime awarded to me by the early passing of other persons. To this
Hashem answered, my decree is that man's days are not revealed to
him. No one is to know whether he is the one to merit those added
days promised to earth.
