
Shkolim Relevance Today
In the opening Pesukim of this week's Sedra the word !Terumo" is used
three times. Rashi comments that they refer to three different
contributions;
1. The annual Half Shekel that all males over 20 gave for the purchase of

the Korbonos
2. The one off Half Shekel that all males gave to provide for the Adonim

(sockets) of the Mishkon
3. The one off provision of any amount by any Jew of any age, male or

female towards the materials and coverings of the Mishkon.
We know that the Torah is eternal. Even today we continue to give
Terumo number 1 before Purim, however what is the relevant
implication of Terumo numbers 2 and 3 when they are no longer
applicable today?
The Lubavitcher Rebbe Zatzal suggests the following answer.
Regarding the Mishkon we read in this week's Sedra !and they shall
make Me a Mishkon, and I shall dwell in them" which means that
Hashem's presence will rest not only in the Mishkon itself but also in the
heart of every Jew. Even if the physical Mishkon is destroyed a Jew can
construct his own Mishkon of the soul as an inward correlate of the
once external place.
The Terumas Ho'Adonim (number 2) was obligatory, everyone had to
give an equal amount and was for the foundation of the Mishkon.
The Terumo for the actual Mishkon (number 3) was voluntary, of diverse
kinds and was for the structure of the Mishkon itself and its coverings.
The analogy of the Adonim (sockets) in the inner life of the Jew is the
original act of Kabbolas Oyl # the gesture of submission to Hashem's
will, when one forgoes one's independent existence and becomes a
vehicle through which the Torah flows. For this act all men are equal, it
doesn't depend on the particularised capacities of intellect or
emotion, it is not the exercise of a power but a state of receptivity. It is
the foundation of all true service, for without it a man is always distant
from Hashem.

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The Mishkon, on the other hand, is that which is built on the foundation.
It is the articulation of one's faith and its suffusion through one's mind
and heart. In this each man is different, because intellectual powers and
temperament are not evenly distributed, and the extent to which he
can grasp in thought, or allow his emotions to be refashioned by, the
awareness of Hashem which he has achieved through Kabbolas Oyl,
will depend on his particular capacities.
What are the forms in which these inner activities are expressed? The
Adonim correspond to davening, because davening is the foundation
and initiation of a Jews' daily Avoda. The Mishkon, however, belongs to
the realm of learning and action. Through learning, the energies aroused
in prayer are shaped into thought and action, to be finally enacted in
the practical world. Learning and action are the structure and outer
covering of which davening is the support and the animating spirit.
These are the foundations, the walls and coverings, of a Jew's personal
Mishkon that he recreates every day. In this way he is able to admit
Hashem into the very depths of his being. (Taken from Torah Studies,
adapted by Rabbi Jonathan Sacks).
